Good Morning and Welcome to Worship! 
I read recently that 180 million new electrical items are bought in the U.K. each year, but that less than a third of 
these ever reach recycling- most, when they are broken, are simply thrown away and replaced. You’ll hardly have 
escaped the recently publicity about plastic packaging. The problem is that many items of plastic, after being used 
once, are deemed no longer fit for purpose and are simply thrown away and replaced. Sewing up and mending torn 
clothing seems to me to becoming something a dying art. We do live, in the West, in something of a ‘throw away’ 
culture- things that have served their purpose can easily be replaced when broken. 
  

Today, we are considering something of what it means to be broken as human beings. Evangelical doctrine affirms 
that humans are found to be broken- but you don’t need theology to tell you that. Each day we are exposed 
practically to the reality of human brokenness. Each of us have, at some point or another, felt its pain. Our Scripture 
reading for this morning affirms that Jesus too knew such brokenness and yet he uses the metaphor of outpoured 
wine to explain how even in the most difficult circumstances something truly beautiful can blossom. 
  

God doesn’t throw away that which is broken. He doesn’t discard that which is marred. He doesn’t have a ‘single 
use’, one time purpose for our lives. In fact, the strange thing is, that he even uses these things to the purposes of his 
Kingdom.
