Who would spring to mind if | asked you to name great orchestrators of battle plans? Churchill? William the
Conqueror? Abraham Lincoln? Certainly these men are known for the way in which they lead military battles.
Perhaps you’d think about those who have lead other types of battles: the Ghandis, Luther-King Jnrs and the
Mandellas of the world who have fought injustices and systems in different ways. What makes any of these, or
indeed anyone, a good battle strategist?

Today, we continue looking at the story of Joshua as we see the Israelites about to take possession of the first city
they come up against in the Promised Land and we are faced with a very odd battle strategy- walk around the city
and blow trumpets. Perhaps the Israelites were the first Salvationists! What must have seemed like a peculiar
strategy to the Canaanites camped inside Jericho became the perfect strategy for the Israelites and- as we too face
battles- here’s the thing: it's not that battles will come that is the difficulty, it’s not the weapons we have in our
armoury that will be our success, it’s not the size of our army that will determine the outcome but rather than any of
these things it’s how we fight the battle that counts. There’s a lot to unpack there, and hopefully we’ll do some of
that this morning, but I think that this text from Joshua shows us that victory comes when we recognise that fighting
God’s way is better than our way.
